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HELPING HAITI

This hurricane season, two storms devasted Haiti.
Catholic Charities of the Virgin Islands requested a relief
effort, and local parishes responded through second
collections. Most Rev. Herbert A. Bevard, Bishop of
the Diocese of St. Thomas in the Virgin Islands, gave
$22,548 to the ICM Sisters and the Missionaries of
Charity, both of which have communities in Haiti, at
Holy Cross Church on St. Croix on September 30.
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The Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer (the
Redemptorists) of the Caribbean Region gathered on
St. Croix on September 30 and October 1 for liturgies
and meetings celebrating the 150th anniversary of the
religious order’s presence in the Virgin Islands.
